To the extent they are known, provide expectations for success, and contingency plans to accommodate challenges.  Bulleted lists (with appropriate detail) are suitable to present some of this section. 

Timeline and Milestones: (< 1 page): Provide a brief schedule (bullets, graphic depiction, GANTT chart) of the Proposed Work. 

Dissemination and Presentation Strategy: (< 1 page) Provide a brief description of plans to communicate research efforts and successes to the academic and/or general community, beyond the research group of the faculty advisor.
